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Kilbarchan Amateur Athletic Club is based in the county of Renfrewshire approximately 12 miles south west of Glasgow.  Training venues are easily accessible from the M8 motorway via junction 29 west bound onto the A737 dual carriageway (next to Glasgow International Airport). 

The club was formed in 1974, though there had been a previous club, dating back to 1924. Club colours are gold with a broad black horizontal chest band. Although originating in the picturesque village of Kilbarchan, population around 5000, the clubs main training bases are now in the neighbouring towns of Johnstone and Linwood, the latter having a sports complex and all weather track. 

The club attracts members from throughout Renfrewshire and the surrounding counties. We cater for athletes of all abilities from the age of 9 to 99 and can offer coaching in the complete range of athletic events. The club is currently ranked 4 in Scotland in terms of overall strength.

As well as elite athletes, the club has an active jogging membership who enjoy the camaraderie and safety of running in large training groups. 


The club stages a number of events, including the first race of the autumn road relay season, the George Cummings 4 X 2.5 mile road relay, annual schools invitation cross country races, track and field come and try, at least one Renfrewshire AAAs championship event, as well as various club events.

The club has a membership of around 300 male and female athletes of all ages and abilities and it competes in cross country, road running, track and field and hill running.

The club is an active member of the Renfrewshire Local Athletics Partnership and Renfrewshire Sports Network
